With this vision, Scindia Kanya Vidyalaya was born.
Established in 1956 by the Late Rajmata of Gwalior,
Shrimant Vijaya Raje Scindia, and inaugurated by
President Dr. Rajendra Prasad, SKV was envisioned
as a place where young girls could receive a progressive
education rooted in strong values and guided by
purpose. At a time when girls’ education was still
finding its space in society, Rajmata Vijaya Raje
Scindia redefined what it meant to empower women
through learning. She was a beacon of resilience and

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Rajmata Madhavi Raje Scindia was a revered figure whose grace,
dedication, and compassion left a lasting impact on everyone she
touched. A firm believer in empowering girls through holistic education,
she introduced key academic and cultural initiatives that helped shape
the modern identity of the school. One of her most notable contributions
was the construction of the new school building, Madhav Bhawan. Under
her leadership, several major infrastructure projects came to life,
including staff apartment blocks, Smart Classes, a Robotics and
Innovation Lab, air-conditioning of school buildings and boarding
houses, and the development of world-class sports facilities.

Rajmata Vijaya Raje Scindia founded SKV in 1956 in Gwalior with the
vision of promoting education for girls in newly independent India. The
establishment of this institution carried forward the Scindia family’s
long-standing legacy of supporting girls’ education. She also served as
the President of the All India Women’s Conference (Gwalior branch) for
four decades. Beyond education, she was widely admired for her
philanthropic contributions to religious and cultural causes. A respected
and influential parliamentarian, she served multiple terms in both the
Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha between 1957 and 1998, earning
immense regard for her leadership and commitment to public service.

Maharani Priyadarshini Raje Scindia, President of the Board of Governors,
is a pioneering figure who seamlessly blends tradition with innovation.
Drawing inspiration from her deep-rooted royal heritage of Gwalior and
Baroda, she has launched several culturally significant and economically
empowering initiatives. The Shrimant Madhav Rao Scindia Dharohar
Festival, an annual heritage fest conceptualized by her, celebrates India’s
rich and diverse cultural legacy and instils a deep sense of pride in it. She
also founded ‘Aaranya’, an initiative that supports and uplifts the local craft
and design community. As an active trustee of the Gwalior Heritage
Foundation, she has played a key role in the restoration and preservation
of heritage landmarks like the Jai Vilas Palace and Usha Kiran Palace.
